I would like to briefly explain what the goals aehy they are
important to you as a member of I0S, how and why stoould
help to achieve them.

How are we doing? We currently have about 215 negmb
A few years ago, we had more than 500 members. As
anticipated, we lost members who did not want tocae from
our former meeting site at Oakton Community Collégehe
Chicago Botanic Gardens. With construction at @srdens
causing us to be “homeless”, we have not yet relhig
membership with people who are excited about oturmeto
what will be an outstanding facility.

Where do we want to be? We want to rebuild the
membership to the 500-member level in the nextaZsie

Goal 2: Retain existing members and enhance their
involvement in society activities.

Members leave the society for many reasons. Istémeand
time available for our hobby ebbs and flows fordfllus. We
must ensure, however, that the society provideswsh value
for as many members as possible to retain theérest and
participation. The level of involvement of a membesociety
activities significantly affects the value of memdi@p. More
involved members tend to stay with the society lfmmger
periods of time.

How are we doing? Our annual membership turnotrer (
percentage of members who do not renew membership f
one year to the next) runs at about 30-40%, evethényears
when the membership numbers were growing. While th
turnover will always be significant, there is prbbaroom for
improvement in our performance. Level of involvemef
members is difficult to measure.

July Program Notes

Barry Lubin, Program Chair - Retired

Paul Passine, I0OS member, presented a workshdpeasutture
of vandas. Paul explained that he gives the pldhts
maximum light available from the fall to the springvhen the
plants begin to get a reddish coloration to thevdsain the
spring, he puts up 48% shade cloth in the greemhoWghile
the temperature is warm enough outside, he putspliuets
outdoors in a shaded area. Paul waters frequexitgn daily in
hot weather, using reverse osmosis filtered wakdée.fertilizes
the plants every time he waters with an occasiflnah with
plain water. Larger plants are mounted on a waeder with
no pot or potting media. Small plants are growraiwooden
basket with charcoal. Paul demonstrated how lptgets can
be divided when they become too large or top-heavy.

Our featured presenter was Dick Wells from Hill©@pchids
in Cloverdale, IN. Dick talked about culture of mixed
collection of genera, including phals, paphs, pbkragnd
tolumnias. Dick covered a broad range of growiipg.t For

example, he uses MSU-formula fertilizer at eachewag on
most genera, but once per month on phrags. Heausax of
20-25% coconut husk, charcoal, perlite and Metrax B8O +
Coir as the growing medium. Tolumnias are growa imix of
coconut chips and charcoal. Dick uses mistingravgnt the
temperature of the leaves of the plants from ristngiore than
87 degrees, or the plants stop growing. Pestsaméolled
with Tristar (a commercial, and very expensive)etikide.
Home growers may want to try Volck Oil at 2 oz/galcontrol
mealy bugs. Dick recommended that growers takersdge
of the microclimates in their growing area to hdipd

favorable culture conditions to meet each plant'sds.
