Many growers use pebble trays to increase
humidity around orchids. Any waterproof tray will
do. The one shown is about 30” x 15”. It is sold at
Home Depot as an ‘under-the-bed’ storage
container. We discarded the top, and cut down the
sides to about 3”. Mark off a line at the desired
height all the way around. Use a hacksaw blade or
a power saber saw [Warning! Run the saw at slow
speeds to avoid cracking the plastic!]. We have
