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Orchid Conservation Primer 
Susan Taylor, BellaOnline’s Orchid Editor

Orchid conservation is a very hot issue, as you 
might imagine, in the orchid community. Getting 
the first orchid of a new species and propagating it 
can bring enormous rewards. Black market 
collecting and selling of orchids goes on every day 
around the world. Indigenous population 
collection and sale of wild orchids to tourists to 
help support families is a common phenomenon. 
And in many countries there are so many orchid 

plants that they’re considered weeds -- it seems 
a waste of time to even speak of conservation. But 
the reality of the situation is that so many plants 
have been or are being collected from wild 
populations that there is a real danger of extinction 
in their natural habitat. In addition, much of the 
habitat where orchids grow naturally is being 
converted to farms or plantations by simply 
cutting and burning forests. Orchids live in the 
trees that are being cut and burned. They are being 
destroyed by the thousands this way at an 
unbelievable rate around the world. 

 
How does this impact you as an orchid hobbyist 

and what can you do to help? First and foremost is 
never purchase wild collected plants. Always 
purchase species plants from reputable dealers 
who guarantee that their plants are propagated 
from seed or tissue propagated. It’s even possible 
to find black market sellers of native terrestrial 
orchid plants on eBay. 

 
Think about donating to one of the 

organizations which is setting up natural preserves 
in different parts of the world to save habitat. This 
type of conservation is called in-situ or on the site 
conservation. The original habitat for orchids, its 
pollinators, and associated flora are all protected 
as part of a park, natural habitat, or other preserve. 
It is, of course, the preferred method, but is not 
always economically or politically feasible. Check 
out the World Land Trust 
(http://www.worldlandtrust.org/projects/ecuador.h
tm) for their habitat project in Ecuador. 

 
Ex-situ or away from the site conservation 

consists of growing species away from its natural 
habitat, but thereby conserving the genetic 

material and the species itself from extinction. 
There are any number of stories of a few plants 
which survived drastic habitat destruction and are 
now extinct in the wild, but extensively 
propagated in the orchid community. If you have 
the proper conditions to host species orchids, think 
about adding some of them to your collection to 
do your part for conservation. 

 
Another issue which has recently received 

attention from orchid societies across the world is 
the need for local societies to provide support for 
growers who are no longer able to take care of 
their collections and/or whose executors do not 
want to take care of the plants. This is an 
important issue, especially as more ex-situ species 
cultivation is encouraged. If you have a collection 
of plants, be sure that someone knows what to do 
in case you are unable to take care of them any 
longer and who to donate the plants to if 
necessary. 

 
There are several good sites on the web which 

are aimed at conservation issues, you might want 
to check some of them out for more information 
on the issue.

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Voices From The Past – Mini this….Mini that!

I don't begrudge you your tastes in orchids, and I 
don't want to drive any commercial growers into 
bankruptcy by changing their focus, but… but… 
but, there is another side to this preoccupation 
with mini-catts, mini- paphs, masdevallias, 
lepanthes and diminutive orchids in general. Our 
most recent paph speaker, Harold Koopowitz, 
mentioned the efforts being made to use Paph. 
barbigerum in hybrids to reduce plant size. Within 
the past year or so, we have had at least one 
speaker who brought a jillion minicarts for sale 
and sold every one. Sure, sure, Cattleya luteola x 
Sophronitis cernua is bound to be cute, even 
cutesy. And in every conversation about orchids, 
the highest recommendation that is accorded a 
plant seems to be a reference to its tiny size that it 
fits nicely in a 1/32" pot. "Why, I can fit 3000 of 
them on half my windowsill1” Good gosh! 
 
I say, enough already! Who speaks for the 
brobindignagian orchid, the elephant, the great big 
galumphing Paph. rothschildianum, the romping, 
stomping Cattleya maxima (got that name? 
Aaaaah, maxima!), the move-it-or-lose-it Paph. 
kolopakingii, the 900 pound gorilla Phaius 
tankervilleae, the suburban sprawl of the 
Schombocat hybrid, or the coast-to-coast 
Grammatophyllum scriptum? These are but a few 
of the orchids with enough heft and character to 
keep you company, share your beer, and double as 
a guard dog. Savor their names ....longifolium 
....gigantifolium ....grandifolium ....gigantea. 
Nothing cute about these guys. You'd never hang 
the clonal name "Poopsie" on a Laelia purpurata. 

 
The time is now to revamp your collections. Let us 
gather up all of the pleurothallids and cadetias, the 
dendrochilums and the ascocentrums, the 
schoenorchis' and the chilochistas. We'll find a 
nice eastern windowsill where they can all live 
happily ever after. And then let's populate our 
greehouses and lightstans with real orchids. 
Phrag.caudatums, Cattleya warscewicziis, Onc. 
papilios, Paph. supardiis, Brassia rex. 
 
You know, a 25 square foot exhibit with 80+ tiny 
plants in it is, well.... if you can even see the plants 
for all the labels, it's kinda busy. But there is an 
exhibit class, Class 14, and you may not be aware 
of it. "14 - Orchid exhibit with emphasis on 
artistic effect using 1 to 5plants, 25 square feet 
maximum." In ten years of attending orchid show, 
I can only remember once seeing an exhibit 
registered in Class 14. They may be more 
common than that, but I can only remember a 
single exhibit, at Madison Wisconsin's botanical 
garden a few years ago. A very few large plants in 
flower, your artistic creativity, and perhaps we 
could enjoy such exhibits more frequently. Go 
ahead and take that as a challenge. 
 
Of course, this is but my humble opinion. But 
then, I've got this Paph. stonei with leaves 22 
inches long, inflorescences 24 inches high, 5 
flowers, and a chip on its shoulder, (Tentative) 
clonal name 'Bubba' ....Bubba want to know, "You 
got a problem with this??"
