Carson became interested in orchids in 1958
when he was a sophomore in college. The
following years he worked on the weekends and
summers repotting orchids for a firm in
Springfield, Illinois. After graduating in 1960,
Carson went to Santa Ana, California to work for
the prestigious firm of B. O. Bracey and
Company. A year later, he changed his direction
and entered upon a career in government
service with the Orange County (California)
Health Department. Career-wise, he has been
an administrator in public health since that time,
changing in 1988 to highway safety.
Educationally, he has a Bachelors of Arts
degree in education and mathematics (1960)
from Blackburn College, Carlinville, Illinois, and
a Master of Science of Public Health degree in

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he produced in excess of 60 blue cattleya
hybrids, many of which are still in collections,
arising from the original seedlings or as
mericlones. Many are used as basic parents in
today's blue Cattleya breeding.

In 1973, with his move to central lowa, Carson
took a distinct change in direction, working with
the hardy terrestrial orchids, primarily the
Cypripediums and Calopogons. His worked
resulted in the first registered artificial hybrids of
Cypripedium in 1987 and Calopogon in 1991.
He continues to hybridize these genera and has
built a small business, Cyp. Haven, as retail
outlet for his work (http://www.c-
we.com/cyp.haven/).

In 1995, Carson's interest in the internet and
an easier means of finding orchid related sites
on the world wide web brought about the birth of
"The Orchid Mall," which today has become the
definitive link site for orchids on the internet
(http://orchidmall.com/).

Carson's hybrid work is recognized throughout
the world. He has published over 30 articles in
U.S. and European journals. He has been giving
presentations on his breeding and propagation
for over 30 years, throughout the United States,
Canada, and in Scotland at the 14th World
Orchid Congress in 1993. He is truly a world-
class hybridizer, author and speaker.

Carson'‘s presentation is titled “The World of

Cypripediums”. Carson is a seasoned veteran on

the speaker circuit, and his presentation should
be very interesting.

The 2008 Joseph W. Koss Memorial Award

For the our newer members, this award was
established and funded by a vote of the lllinois
Orchid Society Board of Directors in 1992 to
honor the memory of Joe Koss, past president of
the 10S, ardent advocate for the creation of the
Chicago Judging Center, and its first chairman.
The award, an engraved crystal bowl is presented
to the owner of the highest pointed orchid plant
awarded at the Chicago Judging Center or either
of the two annual IOS Shows in any given year.

We are pleased to announce the 2008 winner is
Bill Rogerson. This makes the third Koss award
for "the BIll" since its inception... quite an
accomplishment. A CCE (Certificate of Cultural
Excellence) 90 points was given on March 8,
2008 to his plant of Cattleya trianae semi-alba
flammea, a species native to Brazil. The award
description read: "Twenty-four flowers, 5 buds, 6
developing sheaths and 2 maturing seedpods on
eighteen growths on a 96cm x 37cm pot;
flowers white, petals flushed pink, bright
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raspberry centrally; lip flushed pink bright
magenta marginally, throat golden yellow;
substance average, texture slightly crystalline".
Sure sounds like a plant I'd love to own.
Wouldn't you?

Congratulations to "the Bill" on this award.

Joe Koss would have been proud since he was a

great species grower.

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Culture Corner - Growing Tips- pH

Few orchid growers can explain why pH is
important to orchid culture. If one looks up pH in
the dictionary, the definition has to do with the
number of hydrogen ions in water; a fact that has
little meaning to most of us.

The pH of water used to grow orchids is
important and so is the pH of the medium used.
Most hobbyists use whatever medium is avail-
able and the water that comes from the tap. They
do not need to understand pH because the
combination of medium and water they are using
is well within the ideal range for most orchids.

Many years ago, Ralph Wasdon, was known
as one of the best orchid growers in Eastern
North Carolina. He was noted for using only K-
Mart generic fertilizer, one of the cheapest
around. Other growers, noting his technique tried
to duplicate his growth without success. Ralph
knew nothing of pH, but by trial and error had
found the right combination of growing medium,
which when combined with his water source and
fertilizer, provided an almost perfect pH balance
for the absorption of nutrients. His very dilute
fertilizer mix, resulted in water with a pH of 6.2,
ideal for nutrient uptake.

There are a few of us who have extremely
poor water or who decide to try a new type of
fertilizer, growing medium, or pesticide/
fungicide who do need to understand pH. Some
water sources are extremely basic or acidic and
there are a few fertilizers that contain excess
micronutrients. Micronutrients can be toxic
under very low pH.

Hobbyists who try to improve their growing
by testing water for dissolved solids or pH may
also fail to appreciate that it is the pH of the
medium combined with water that is most
important. While water source is one component,

most water and nutrient uptake occurs where
roots are in contact with the medium. Here, the
pH may change dramatically from that of the
applied water.

In peat-based media, for example, the
breakdown products of peat lead to acid
conditions that may become extreme. If
micronutrients are in the water source or applied
as fertilizer they may become so soluble under
acidic conditions that the orchids receive toxic
levels. This can be exacerbated by using some of
the high nitrogen Cal-Mag fertilizers especially
blended for orchids.

These fertilizers, when mixed with water,
lower the pH. Typically, this is not a problem if
the water source is full of minerals. If the source
is rainwater or deionized water, the acidity can
be so extreme that orchid roots are Killed.
Adding a solution that raises pH can produce
fantastic growth in orchids, but requires control
of the pH.

Many pesticides are most effective at a
specific pH, usually slightly acidic. One popular
fungicide, Kocide, can be toxic under a very
acidic pH, but very effective if the pH is over 7.
Kocide contains copper that is soluble and taken
up by plants at lower pH values.

So what does the average orchid hobbyist need
to know about pH. If your orchids are growing
well, the answer is nothing. If you begin
experimenting with new fertilizers, media or
pesticides, a simple pH meter may prevent you
from damaging your orchids and make you a
better grower.

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Orchid Biology from One Hobbyist's Perspective

hybrids. Since the golden age of orchid
discovery in the mid 1800’s to the early 1900’'s
collectors and scientists have attempted to
cultivate and propagate orchids. It was not until
the first quarter of the last century that an

expedient means of propagation by seed became

a reality. Prior to this time, success was very
limited. Orchids reproduce in the wild thru the
efforts of insects, the majority being varieties of
bees, moths, and flies. Once pollinated the plants
develop a seed pod, more properly called a
capsule, which contains the ovary within which
ovules are fertilized by individual pollen grains.
Upon pollination, the capsule swells as the
developing seeds grow and mature. The time to
maturation varies from genus to genus and
species to species being as little as 60-90 days
and as much as 300 plus. When the capsule is
mature it will split, which is called dehiscence.
After splitting, the contents numbering in the
hundreds of thousands to a million seeds are
subjected to dispersion by wind, water and
animals. The likelihood that any given seed will
receive a proper environment to germinate is
remote.

Orchid seeds unlike many other seeds do not
contain endosperm. This is a starch like
substance that nourishes young plants until they
develop leaves with chlorophyll and begin to
photosynthesize nutrients. Orchids instead rely
on a symbiotic relationship with mycorrhizal
fungi. A symbiotic relationship is one in which
two organisms live in close association with one
another for the benefit of both. The most
common example is the bee and a flowering
plant. The flower gets pollinated and the bee
obtains food. In the relationship between the
mycorrhizal fungus and the orchid seeds, some
of the cells of the orchid embryo become

to absorb/digest a portion of the fungus
providing nutrients. These nutrients are released
by the cells which in turn assist in the
germination of the seed and its subsequent
growth.

Prior to the development of laboratory
techniques, seed germination by the use of
mycorrhizal fungi was left to placing orchid
seeds in close proximity to orchid plant roots in
an attempt to infect them with the fungi. This
met with very limited success. Fortunately, as
the result of experimentation with nutrient agar it
was discovered that orchid seeds could be
cultured much the same as had been done with
bacteria. Thus began the in vitro (“in glass”)
germination of orchid seeds. Because
germination takes place without the symbiotic

relationship of the fungi and relies on a nutrient

rich media it is called Asymbiotic
Micropropagation.
Micropropagation  works only  for

Photosynthesizing orchids (those capable of
generating chlorophyll). Other varieties called
Saprophytes have no chlorophyll and subsist on
the decaying remains of plants. These plants and
their seeds rely solely on the infecting fungi and
will not germinate and or live without them.

As a result of development of Asymbiotic
Micropropagation, orchid hobbyists, growers,
and scientists were given the opportunity to
create large quantities of plants very quickly. In
addition, they were free to experiment with
hybridization which up until the 2nd quarter of
the 20th century was rarely done successfully,
since seed culture and viable seed supplies were
limited.

This opportunity to experiment with the
genetics of orchids has resulted in over 100,000
registered hybrids and has contributed to
healthier and greater variety of species available
today. This also allows us to become
conservators of orchid species by protecting
them from total extinction due to over collecting
in the wild and habitat destruction.

In the coming months | would like to
attempt to outline the actual processes,
equipment and procedures necessary for the
ordinary orchid hobbyist to enjoy the prospect of
germinating and growing your own orchid
babies. I will attempt to cover orchid anatomy,
hand pollination of orchid flowers, the
harvesting and storage of seed, preparation of
nutrient media, the germination of orchid seeds
and their ongoing culture. As a beginner, it will
be a journey of learning and discovery | hope
you will come along to learn and appreciate this
part of orchid culture even if you choose to not
grow orchid babies yourself.
