For those of you growing indoors, mainly under 
lights, you may want to experiment growing 
some of your plants outdoors this summer.  For 
anyone new to the concept just ask around the 
IOS membership for guidance and advice; 
there’s lots to be had. 

 
The May 3rd meeting is an important one for 

our entire membership to attend as it is our 
annual election of officers and directors.  The 
Nominating Committee has been hard at work to 
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compile the slate (see page 4).  Please take a 
moment to review it.  Additional nominations for 
all board positions can be made from the floor 
during the members meeting itself.

He has spoken to orchid societies across 
North America, throughout New Zealand and 
in Australia and has been a featured speaker 
in AOS judges' training at several centers. 
Howard has also been a featured speaker at 
AOS Trustees meetings and was a featured 
speaker at the 18th WOC in Dijon, France. In 
addition to learning Mandarin, visiting Taiwan 
on a regular basis and speaking around the 
world, he finds time for his law practise in 
Montreal.

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Tricks of the Trade – Some Helpful Hints!

The following were taken from some old copies 
of the AOS “Orchid Bulletin” from the 80’s and 
early 90’s.  

 
• When potting an orchid, use a small, inverted 

pot (clay preferred) over the center of the drainage 
hole to provide air to the roots and keep the medium 
from staying too wet and breaking down. If you use 
a plastic pot for this, a center drainage hole must be 
added. A two inch pot is just about perfect for a five 
or six inch pot.  

 
• If you are using the packing material referred to 

as “peanuts” for drainage material, make sure you 
are not using the water soluble kind. Those that 
resemble tiny binoculars are made from corn starch 
and will dissolve in water leaving a sludge that 

supports the development of bacterial and fungal 
growths and impede drainage.  

 
• To recycle discarded plant tags, scraping with a 

razor blade is easier than using solvents or an ink 
eraser.  

 
• A Butane barbecue lighter is a practical tool for 

sterilizing any cutting tool used on orchids. The 
lighter is compact, inexpensive, and the flame can 
be adjusted to low or high. Look for an elongated 
nozzle and a trigger lock as safety features when 
purchasing your lighter.

Voices From The Past –  Q&A: On Monthly Award Judging

••• QUITE CONTRARY, HOW DOES YOUR 
GARDEN GROW? For purposes of our 
Monthly Judging and Show Competition, we 
divide our general (noncommercial) membership 
into two camps: those of you that own 
greenhouses and those of you (like me) that wish 
you did, but don't. We call the former group 
greenhouse growers and the latter group light-
stand growers. That's the split. Period. Score-
keeping and competition is intra- group with 
awards presented annually to the growers in each 
group with the highest point accumulations. Can 
life really be that simple? 
 
Q. I grow plants in my own greenhouse, plus on 
windowsills, in a light-stand, in a Wardian 
cabinet, terrestrials outdoors in my backyard, and 
just about anywhere I can find room. So what 
about all the plants that aren't in my greenhouse? 
A. You own a greenhouse. See above. 

 
Q. I don't own a greenhouse, but I board my 
cattleyas and vandas in someone else's 
greenhouse during the growing season. What's 
the story about those plants? 
A. The story is not all about plants ... it's about 
whether you belong to the greenhouse camp or 
the light-stand camp. You don't own a 
greenhouse, so you are a light-stand grower. 
 
Q. I peeled off the roof from my house and 
replaced it with glass. Now I'm not sure whether 
l have plants in my living room or sofas in my 
conservatory. 
A. A toughie. For our purposes a conservatory 
is a greenhouse. Mind you, no television after 
sunset. Orchids need their rest, you know. 
Q. I don't own a greenhouse. However, I finally

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married off the last kid, and now I'll have enough 
cash that I can afford to build one. How's it 
going to work changing groups? 
A. You could be nice and time the construction 
so that you put the greenhouse in operation on, 
say, July 1. Actually we'll use December 31. If 
your greenhouse is in operation on or before 
then, you're a greenhouse grower for the 
entire competition year. Likewise if you 
(horrors!) dismantle a greenhouse and move 
everything to the basement on or before then, 
you become a light-stand grower. 
 
Q. How are you going to know whether I'm a 
greenhouse grower or a light-stand grower? 
A. You're going to tell me. When you register a 
plant for the Show and Tell, there's a box to 
check off to that effect. If you steadfastly refuse 

to disclose that information, I will assign you to 
the greenhouse category.

Note: The rules have changed somewhat since 
Tom wrote this piece. According to Lois Cinert, 
Chair of Judging Committee, ‘If a plant lives in 
a greenhouse, it is a greenhouse plant’ 
regardless of who owns the greenhouse. Also, if 
the majority of your plants are in a greenhouse, 
then you are a greenhouse grower. The general 
rule is: ‘Where do most of your plants spend 
most of the time?’ 
 

 
 
 

Orchid Biology from One Hobbyist’s Perspective 
Dave Tribble - Contributing Editor 
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  The pollination of flowers by human beings 
goes back to the beginnings of an agricultural 
society. Humans have never been content to 
allow nature to run its course without some 
intervention such as the cultivation of grains, 
food stuffs, the domestication of the dog and 
other animals. It appears that humans have an 
innate desire to control their environment and to 
experiment and explore their world. The result 
has been a desire to reproduce our favorite 
plants, among them orchids. 

 
    The first known pollination of orchids by 

hand appears to have occurred in the late 1700’s 
probably by J.K. Wachter, a German botanist. 
Initial efforts were directed toward reproducing 
plants that had been taken from the wild. 
Hybridization of orchids was a later development 
with the first known hybrid orchid being made in 
1856 by the English Nurserymen Messrs. Veitch 
and Sons. By that time, the procedure for hand 
pollination of many orchid species was well 
known. Seed pods could be readily initiated on 
many genera. It was not until the first quarter of 

20th century, however, that methodologies were 
developed to allow efficient propagation of those 
seeds. 

 
The manual pollination of orchids starts with 

the selection of the appropriate orchid flowers. 
Flowers that are large are easier to pollinate than 
smaller flowers, which may require the use of 
some form of magnification. Choose flowers that 
are newly and fully opened. In the case of 
flowers that are ephemeral, pollinate in the 
morning, as soon as they have opened. Wait no 
more than a week or two to pollinate long lasting 
flowers. As a flower ages it may lose part or all 
of its ability to be fertilized. Each ovule in the 
flower’s ovary is fertilized by only one pollen 
grain. Unfortunately, not all pollen grains are 
viable, so it is important to use sufficient pollen 
to enhance the chances of success and to 
maximize the number of fertilized ovules. 

     
It is important to remember that many orchids 

are self-incompatible. This means that you 
cannot fertilize a flower on a plant with pollen

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from that same flower or other flowers of that 
same plant or even a division of that plant. 
Examples of such orchids are approximately 
75% of Oncidiums and Dendrobiums. In such 
cases, you have to use two separate distinct 
plants, not divisions of one plant.  

 
After the selecting the appropriate flowering 

orchids, bring the plants into a clean well lit area 
to start the procedure. You will need a thin 
pointed object to remove the pollinia. A 
toothpick, pointed forceps, pencil or a wooden 
cooking skewer are all useful. You should also 
have a large clean white piece of paper and a 
magnifying glass. 

 
Examine the flowers and identify the 

appropriate anatomy, namely the column, anther, 
rostellum and stigma. See figure 1.  

 
Next place a piece of paper under the flower to 

catch any pollinia that may fall. The procedure 
begins by removing the flower’s lip or labellum. 
This is an optional step, but allows a better view 
of the column. You then remove the anther cap 
with the toothpick. See figure 2. 

 

This will reveal the pollinia which are colored 
yellow or orange in most orchids. Individual 
pollinia are shown below. See Figure 3. 

 

 
 
The pollinia will either remain attached to the 

column or stay with the displaced anther cap. On 
some occasions will drop from the flower to be 
caught by the paper. The pollinia readily adhere 
to the toothpick and can be removed from the 
column, anther cap or paper. 

 
The next step is to place as much of the 

pollinia as possible into the stigma of the subject 
flower. The surface of the stigma is sticky and 
should readily hold the deposited pollen 
granules. See figure 4. Please note that the pollen 
parent is the plant from which the pollen was 
removed and the pod parent is the plant being 
pollinated. This may be the same flower, another 
flower on the same plant, a flower from another 
plant of the same species or a compatible flower 
from another species. All of these options are 
dependent on species and genera compatibility. 
After a flower is pollinated the flower itself will 
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wilt and die quickly. To avoid the possible 
bacterial or fungal contamination of the 
pollinated stigma by dying labellum it should be 
removed prior to or right after pollination. It is 
also recommended that the anther cap with its 
attached pollinia be removed from the pod parent 
prior to pollinating the flower to avoid possible 
self fertilization and or interference with the 
pollinia of the pollen parent.  

 
To keep track of your pollination efforts it is 

imperative to label the pod parent with the name 
of the pollen parent, and the date of pollination. 
Some form of tag should be used for this purpose 
and a log should be kept. The pollination of one 
or more orchid flowers does not guarantee that 

fertilization will take place. This is why it is 
important to pollinate several flowers to increase 
the probability of success. It should also be noted 
that orchid flowers can exhibit a swelling of the 
ovary with a subsequent seed pod/capsule only 
to contain seeds that are not viable and will not 
germinate. 

 
After pollination and successful fertilization of 

the orchid flower the seed pod will enlarge and 
develop till the capsule is ripe or dehisces. The 
plant must invest a considerable amount of 
energy in sustaining the growth of such a pod. It 
is very important that you use only good healthy 
plants for pollination and that you severely limit 
the number of fertilized capsules you allow to 
develop. A reasonable maximum number for any 
plant is two. Allowing a plant to carry more such 
capsules may not injure it, but it will put an 
unnecessary strain on the plants resources. 

    
As can be seem from the previous discussion 

pollinating orchid flowers, at least the most 
common varieties is not a difficult process. The 
actual harvesting and cleaning of the seed 
capsule and flasking is however more demanding 
and requires very specific routines in order to be 
successful. In next month's article I will outline 
in detail the harvesting and cleaning of the seed 
capsule and or seed.
