Tricks of the Trade – Alternative to Shade-cloth

Now that you have all your plants summering 
outdoors, you can relax! Right! Wrong…..Watch 
them carefully! You may find (as I did) that 
some are getting a little too much sun. 

 
We move two racks of plants onto our East 

balcony, and they sit as far back as we can place 

them. Hence, they are exposed to the morning 
sun for a few hours. The balcony above provides 
shade as the sun gets higher in the sky, but the 
light level can be intense. We are getting direct 
sun plus reflected light off the lake, and we have 
to be very careful in picking the plants for this 
amount of light exposure. 

If you have a Trick of the Trade that you would like to share, please contact Dave Tribble at dtribble@rcn.com , and we’ll 
get your hint posted. 
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Checking up on our plants recently we found 
another problem. The racks have a top and 
bottom level, and, of course, the bottom level 
remains exposed to the sun a good deal longer 
than the top. We definitely needed some 
additional shading.  Our solution…..we found 
fiberglass screening at Home Depot. It comes in 
various colors and a roll (48” x 84”) is a little  

 

 
over 5 bucks. To hold it in place, but still permit 
removal if we wish, meant that some kind of 
spring-loaded clips were needed. They needed to 

be sturdy as well as weather resistant…… I’ll be 
darned! The HD Associate I spoke to knew 
exactly what I needed. The clip (below) is 2” 
long. Is very sturdy. And costs a reasonable 37 
cents!

Voices From The Past – I’m Always Amazed!

I'M ALWAYS AMAZED ••• 
 
by the bizarre and weird things people will do if 
they think it's: 

a) a form of foreplay 
b) tax deductible 
c) conducive to weight loss 
d) good for their orchids 

 
Knowing your interests, I'll limit this article to 
item (d) above. 
 

Rainwater. Let's talk about rainwater. It's 
obviously good for your orchids; and it's also the 
best thing to wash your hair with. Commercial 
nurseries and botanical gardens often have 
cisterns to store thousands of gallons of the stuff. 

The HSD wants to expand Deep Tunnel to store 
a billion or more gallons of rainwater. (For my 
collection that’s about a 45,000 year supply 
assuming I sell off or give away divisions to 
keep everything in 6-inch pots.) It's relatively 
pure, not significantly removed from a 6.0 to 7.5 
pH range, and, knock on wood, the new 
administration has yet to propose taxing it. 
Trouble is, though, when you turn on your faucet 
at home, it's not rainwater that comes out. No, 
you have to collect it yourself. The best place to 
collect rain- water? From a downspout fed by the 
gutter on your roof. Use a shallow tub that will 
fit beneath the downspout and just empty it into 
any number of five gallon buckets. But don't 
strain your back; rainwater weighs just as much 
as tap water, about 8 lbs. per gallon. 

Periodically, we will bring you items from past IOS Newsletters. Our forefathers, God bless em, left us with much astute and sage 
advice. The item below is reprinted from the Illinois Orchid Society Newsletter V42, No 7 (July 1993).The author is: Tom Franczak.  
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Select a downspout, if you can, out of sight 
from your neighbors. One of our members uses 
heavy duty plastic garbage bags to collect the 
water which he then empties into buckets. He 
makes quite a picture, he once told me, 
crouching by a downspout in the early morning 
hours in his pajamas and bathrobe holding a 
plastic garbage bag full of rain- water all the 
while getting soaked himself. So far,  his 
bewildered neighbors merely stare in wonder and 
point. It's a progressive and sociable 
neighborhood and, as of this writing, the 
neighbors have not had him committed. 

 
Surprisingly enough, the best time to collect 

rain-water is when it's raining. All you really 
need is a repertoire of plausible reasons and 
excuses for leaving work early, standing up your 
date, or arriving late for a holiday dinner. But, if 
your inventory is getting low •••• Let it rain for 
15 minutes or so before you start collecting. You 
want the loose grit from the shingles, the errant 
toss from the news- paper delivery boy, those old 
bird nests, and other assorted gunk to wash out 
first. If it's still raining after 15 minutes, go for it. 
November rain is just as important as June rain, 
but wear a hat or you'll catch your death of cold. 
Or wear a helmet. Sometimes the rain keeps 
company with hail. 

 
Storing rainwater in those one gallon plastic 

milk cartons is probably the most convenient 
way. (A rain barrel would be metaphysically 
more satisfying, I suppose.) It's better if the 
plastic container previously held apple or berry 
juice than milk, but a little diligence in cleaning 
can make a milk carton acceptable. Your nose 
will tell you if you succeeded. You can easily 
ladle through a funnel into the plastic cartons. If 
you stuff a few coffee filters into the neck of the 
funnel, you'll remove almost all of the residual 
gunk that the rainwater picked up from your roof 
as well as earning bonus perfectionist points 
from me.  

 
Finally, second only to the joy of showing off 

your orchids to family and friends is the 
exquisite smugness you experience when you 
flaunt your wealth of gallon jugs full of 
rainwater, over a hundred of them, neatly placed 
on sturdy shelves built just for them, recently 

replenished and ready for use. Your orchid 
growing friends will shudder with envy. Your 
other friends, however, will just shudder. But 
what do they know? 

 
Yes, rainwater is good for your orchids. But 

there are 'limits, aren't there? Aren't there? Tut 
tut. Next time we'll discuss the merits of getting 
up in the  middle of the night and sneaking up on 
your orchids. At the last minute you shine your 
flashlight on them, thereby detecting mealy bugs, 
if there are any, before they can hide from the 
light.

Orchid Biology from One Hobbyist’s Perspective

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In previous articles sterile technique has been 
stressed as an absolute requirement for 
successful germination and survival in orchid 
seed culture. Fortunately for the orchid hobbyist, 
it is quite easy to maintain a sterile environment 
by the use of a homemade transfer cabinet and 
the appropriate chemicals. 

 
One of the simplest setups for sterile orchid 

seed transfer is the use of a fresh or salt-water 
fish tank. One should start by selecting a tank 
that is wider than it is long to allow clearance for 
media containers, sterile tools and gloved hands, 
35 gallons or larger is a good choice. Start the 
setup by turning the tank on its side with the 
bottom of the tank facing away from you and the 
open top facing directly forward. You can 
sterilize the tank by wiping the exterior and 
interior sides and bottom initially with a 10% 
bleach solution or Isopropyl alcohol. Though 
seed transfer can be successfully done inside the 
tank with the top open a piece of flexible clear 
plastic will reduce outside air flow that might 
contain contaminants. A piece of clear plastic 

shower curtain attached to the opening works 
quite well. You have the option of attaching the 
plastic so that it has to be lifted to insert your 
hands or you can attach it on all sides and cut 
slits in the plastic for equipment and hand 
insertion. 

 
Another option is the use of a sheet of clear 

plastic with holes cut out and covered with 
flexible plastic cur-tains. The variations are 
numerous. In all cases these materials must be 
sterilized. Another option, rather than the use of 
a fish tank, is to build a plastic or plastic and 
wood box with either a hinged opening or sliding 
door access. You can also use a Rubbermaid or 
similar clear plastic storage box. You can even 
use your oven. Simply turn the oven on to a high 
temperature and the heat will sterilize it. Keep 
the door closed until the oven has cooled and 
then cover the door opening with a piece of the 
shower curtain. Your options are only limited by 
your imagination and budget. 

 

The following article appeared in the May 2009 issue of the Florida West Coast Orchid Society Newsletter.  
It is reprinted here with permission. The author is Jeff Dromm.* 
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The glove box is a more advanced alternative. 
This is a transfer box with heavy duty elbow to 
arm length gloves attached directly to the sealed 
front. After placement of the media jars, seeds, 
and tools the front is sealed with tape and your 
hands are inserted into the gloves for transfer 
reducing the access of contaminated air during 
transfer. See figures 1 and 2.

The most advanced setup involves the use of a 
Laminar Flow Hood discussed in last month’s 
article. Although more involved and more 
expensive, such a transfer station can also be 
fabricated at home. Several variations with plans 
are available on the Internet. An example is 
found at:

No matter what setup you make or purchase 
strict sterile techniques should be followed. 

 
These guidelines should be followed when 

using a transfer station: 
 

·  Wash hands and arms with a disinfectant 
soap. 

 
·  Wear plastic/rubber gloves that have been 

sterilized in alcohol or bleach. 
 

·  Disinfect the transfer cabinet with bleach 
or alcohol on the inside and out wiping 
down all sides. 

 
·  Disinfect the outside of all sealed sterile 

culture media containers using alcohol or 
bleach prior to placing then inside the 
transfer cabinet. 

 
·  Sterilize all tools with alcohol or bleach 

prior to placing them in the transfer 
cabinet. 

 
·  Sterilize the outside surfaces of your 

alcohol or bleach container prior to 
placing it inside the cabinet. 

 
·  Place only the require materials that have 

been sterilized into the transfer cabinet. 
 

·  Minimize the number of incursions into 
and out of the transfer cabinet. This will 
reduce the flow of possibly contaminated 
air. 

 
·  Place sterilized orchid seeds (see my 5th 

article) in the transfer cabinet. 
 
Once all the media and tools required for 

transfer are in the cabinet, wipe everything down 
inside the cabinet with bleach or alcohol. 

 
After the completion of these steps, the 

transfer of the orchid seeds can proceed. Remove 
the screw cap on the culture media jar and place 
the cap screw face down on the sterilized work 
surface. Sterilize the lip of the media jar using a 
flame or by wiping it down with alcohol or a 
bleach solution. Using a spatula or similar tool 
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scrape or scoop some seeds onto the tool and tap 
them onto the media surface. Try and sprinkle 
the seeds as evenly as possible in a single layer. 
Recover the jar and tighten the lid. Label the jar 
with the seed type and the date. Place the jar 
under artificial grow lights for a minimum of 12 
hours a day and a temperature range of 70 to 80 
degrees during the day and 60-80 degrees at 
night. Whether the media is placed under direct 
or indir- ect light is dependent upon the types of 
genera, species or hybrid involved. 

 
The germination times for the seeds are also 

dependent on the type of genera and species 
being cultured. 

 
Germination can begin in as little as one week 

to three months or more after the seed sowing. 

Next month I’ll discuss seed growth and 
placement of initially developing seedlings in to 
new media con-tainers after they outgrow the 
original flasks.
