1977 she became a student judge and became
accredited in 1983. From January, 1991
through December, 1995 she was Chairman of
the National Capital Judging Center . In
October, 1985 she chaired an AOS Trustees
Meeting and Eastern Orchid Congress in
Pittsburgh , and was President of the Eastern
Orchid Congress and chairman of its meeting
again in Pittsburgh in the fall of 1999. She has
been very active in her local society, the Orchid
Society of Western Pennsylvania, all along,
including being Show Chairman and President,
and creates a 50-square-foot or larger exhibit
every spring in its show; ten of them have won
the AOS Bronze Show Trophy. Her favorite
topic to speak to other orchid societies about is
exhibit judging and how to create good exhibits.
She was one of the founding members of the
Slipper Orchid Alliance in 1999, and served as
the SOA Acting Chairman until her election as
President as of January 1, 2002, a position she
still holds.

Focus on Conservation 4nnovative Approach to Orchid Conservation

The following article appeared the Mic-American,Newsletter of the M-America Orchid Congre, August 200, andis

As orchid societies, one of our missions is to
advance orchid conservation. The last speaker at
the Spring Mid-America Orchid Congress in
Columbus, OH, on March 29th was Mark
Sullivan. His topic was “Orchid Conservation
Coalition: a New Paradigm for Conservation”.
Mark is organizing a grass roots movement to
increase awareness and money for orchid
conservation. He has started the Orchid
Conservation Coalition - a coalition of
individuals, orchid societies, and orchid
businesses supporting orchid conservation. The
coalition does not collect any money. Rather it
collects a commitment from supporting people
and groups to donate 1% of their net revenue to
support orchid conservation. His organization is
endorsed by both the American Orchid Society
and the Orchid Digest Corporation.

Mark’'s website details his entire program:
http://www.orchidconservationcoalition.org. It
also is the backbone for another of the Coalition’s
goals — networking groups to support orchid
conservation. Because his  Mid-America
presentation was Sunday afternoon, many
attendees missed it. His website includes
information on conservation organizations, habitat
loss and preservation along with conservation
articles and conservation speakers that you might
have missed.

The Orchid Conservation Coalition has two
programs: 1 % for Orchid Conservation (1%FOC)
and Living Orchid Collection (LOC). In addition
to the AOS and Orchid Digest endorsement some
of the following societies and businesses have
made the 1%FOC commitment: San Francisco
Orchid Society , Orchid Species Society of
Western Australia, New Hampshire Orchid
Society, Bucks County Orchid Society , Slipper
Orchid Alliance, Native Orchid Conference,
Boulder Orchid Society, Orchid Society of
Southern California, Illinois Orchid Society,

Orchid Growers' Guild, Portland Orchid Society,
Denver Orchid Society, Orchid Seedbank Project,
The Calypso Orchid Company, and Spangle
Creek Labs. Information about the LOC
commitment is found on the website. The
monetary commitment for a society is determined
by the society’s board. The only reporting to the
coalition involves the amount of money given and
the conservation recipient. There are guidelines
for acceptable conservation groups along with
information on conservation groups already
agreeing to be accountable and open with funding
they receive from the 1% FOC. These groups are:
Native Orchid Conservation Inc., Debwendon
Inc., Jardin Botanico Las Orquideas, Orchid
Conservation Alliance, Denver Botanic Gardens,
EcoMinga, Plant Restoration, Conservation and
Propagation Biotechnology, Tropical Research
and Education Center At the Tropical Research
and Education Center (TREC), at the University
of Florida, Homestead, FL, USA, Orchid
Conservation International Grande Ronde
Overlook Wildflower Institute Serving Ecological
Restoration (GROWISER), La Grande, Oregon.
Information about and contacts for each of these
groups are on the website. The Greater Cincinnati
Orchid Society board is making a presentation to
our membership about the 1%FOC. If approved
by our membership, we will follow with
completing the agreement to join the coalition and
create a committee to determine the conservation
group(s) to support.

"...First, I'll take that purple flower apart and
see what's inside it. | bet it tastes good. | wonder
what's at the bottom of that pot? If | stretch, |
think | can just reach that yellow flower..."

You thinking what I'm thinking? Shame on
you. These are enlightened times. And besides,
when we're long gone, someone has to step
forward and maintain the plants we have been
caring for all these years. Perhaps many, many
someones. It's merely that this curmudgeon
prefers that the next generation not begin
exploring the fascinating world of rare and
expensive orchids at a tender age and before
their motor skills are fully developed.

There, did | word that delicately enough?
What I'm really thinking about is the light-stand,
the windowsill, and the greenhouse, and all those
defenseless plants sitting in them. A few years
ago, just after | had assembled my first light-
stand and was about the business of populating it
with one of these, one of those, oh, and give me
two of those pink ones over there, some occasion
arose. | can't recall if it was a graduation, a
wedding, a funeral, a major holiday, or what, but
it was coming up fast and would involve a Visit.
Yes, people with congenitally unsupervised
Small Children were already on the very
doorstep of my Sanctum.

In
walked the Mommies; in marched the Centers of
the Universe; not a one ever came within ten feet
of the plants, (the Poisonous Plants). For some
reason we can only guess at, the Mommies saw
to that themselves.

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Orchid Biology from One Hobbyist's Perspective

The following article appeared in the June 2009 issue ofliméda West Coast Orchid Socie Newsletter

After the transfer of orchid seeds to the culture
media jars the containers are checked weekly for
signs of germination and or contamination. The
first indication of successful germination is the
appearance of swelling in the seeds which
reflects the absorption of water. The next sign is
a change in the seeds color to green. This is the
beginning of the development of chlorophyll.
These moss like little ball shaped seed embryos
are called Protocorms. See figure 1.

As the protocorms continue to grow there is
the development of fine hair like structures
called Rhizome. When a sufficient number of
rhizomes have developed the first shoots will
appear that will ultimately become the first
leaves and true roots. See Figure 2.

Weekly observation of your media jars may
also indicate contamination of the culture media
or seeds with fungi and or bacteria. Both fungi
and bacteria are easily distinguished from the
seeds and protocorms by their appearance. Fungi
will appear as furry or fuzzy like growths while
bacterial will look slimy. Any appearance of
green slime indicates contamination by some
type of algae. The appearance of pink growths
denotes the existence of yeast contaminants.

The discovery of contamination within a few
days to a week of sowing the seeds in the culture
media indicates that either the seeds or the media
were not sterile during the sowing process. If
several weeks elapse before signs of
contamination appear it may be a sign that the
culture jar is not sealed properly and that
contaminants are gaining access through the lid
of the jar.

It is sometimes possible to save a
contaminated culture media jar if the
contamination is bacterial, small and limited in
area. This is done by the removal of the seeds
and there reintroduction into a fresh jar with
sterile media. It is extremely difficult to
successfully save a contaminated culture jar
when the infection is Fungal in nature. In either
case the most prudent action is to discard the
contaminated jars. See Figure 3.

As a matter practicality the growth of the
protocorms will begin to slow as the culture
container becomes more and more crowded by
the enlarging plantlets and the nutrient resources
are depleted. This happens anywhere from
several weeks to as much as seven months. Once
this crowding occurs it is imperative that they be
removed from their original containers and be
placed in new sterile containers with sterile
media. Failure to carry out the transfer process
will result in stunted growth and eventual death
of seedlings.

Procedures for replating follow the same
sterile techniques out-lined in past articles. The
only significant differences are that you use a
different culture media preparation designed to
maximize growth rather than one for
germination, and the use of forceps/ tweezers as
well as a spatula to remove the plantlets and to
transfer them to the new containers. Once the

transfer is completed the newly populated culture
jars should be checked weekly for signs of
contamination.

Once seedlings have leaves, a healthy root
system and they have reached a minimum height
of 2 inches they can be removed from their
culture jars and placed in a Compot or
community pot under normal green-house
conditions. See Figure 4.

Next month's article will discuss the
placement of orchid seedlings into community
pots, seedling care and individual potting of
seedlings.
