Voices from the Past -A Novice Idea...

.Spikes & Roots

'Tis the season for the winter blooming orchids
to begin 'throwing their spikes'. The novice
grower, who may not have witnessed the
initiation of a spike, may confuse a newly
generated root with a spike. How can you tell?
First, know your plant and from where the spikes
and roots grow. Some plants will throw a spike
from between the leaves (monopodial), others
from the top of the pseudobulb (sympodial) and
still others from the base of the plant near the
roots.

Phals are one that can fool the beginner. The
spikes will emerge from the base of the plant
near the root system. Roots will generally appear
soon after a new leaf has emerged. Roots will
initially be apple green in color and have a
rounded tip. The new root will quickly develop a
grayish outer coating called velamen. This
protective coating helps to retain moisture from
the air and adds strength to the root as it grasps
its surroundings for stability. Roots will
generally grow outwards first, pushing away
from the plant.

Phal spikes will emerge very near to the lowest
or oldest leaf. A matured plant may throw more
than one spike or may throw a spike between

some of the larger leaves. A spike will usually be
a slightly darker green color than a root and may
have a reddish tinge to the lip. The tip of a spike
will be more pointed than a root. It will also take
an upward growth swing as it reaches for the
light. Soon you will see the distinguishing
characteristic of a spike - the development of the
nodes. A young node will have a ridge that takes
on a chevron-like appearance. These ridges will
eventually develop a small meristematic bud that
is covered with a pointed leaf-like jacket called a
bract. Tiny flower buds will also develop from
the tip of the spike. Be cautious to keep your
pots always facing the same direction. If you
continuously turn your pots, your spike will turn
and bend as the tip reaches for the light. Keep the
pot stationary and you will enjoy a graceful arch
to the spike when it is heavy with blooms.
