Focus on Conservation - I Saw a Ghost!

No, that is not the reason why I am so pale.  

You can thank the northern Illinois winter for 
that one.  But I did see a Ghost and the 
experience was just as surreal as seeing it’s 
paranormal counterpart.   

 
For those of you who are new to the orchid 

world and may be wondering what all the fuss is 
about, the fabled Ghost Orchid (Polyradicion 
lindenii or Dendrophylax lindenii, depending on 
who you ask) is a rare species indigenous to 
south Florida, the Bahamas and Cuba.  It is very 
unusual to even see a plant in the wild and even 
rarer to actually see one in bloom.  Susan 
Orleans’ non-fiction book “The Orchid Thief” 
brought fame to the species and chronicled the 
story of one poacher of the endangered plants.  
Because so many orchid collectors are fascinated 
with these plants and poachers will go to crazy 
lengths to get them in the wild, the location of 
discovered plants is kept secret.  In fact, there is 
only one wild ghost orchid whose location is 
publicly known.  And I saw it bloom. 

 
“It is currently in bloom and can be seen from 

the boardwalk.”  And a beautiful picture of the 
haunting white flower is on the screen.  The 
Ghost Orchid?  Where?  I just caught the tail end 
of the local news story one evening while we 
were on Spring Break in Naples.  It can’t be – 

this isn’t even the right season.  It’s late March 
and the Ghost blooms in June or July.  And 
where was it?  Could it be the one at the 
Corkscrew Swamp Sanctuary, where we planned 
to go the next day?  I couldn’t be THAT lucky. 

 
It was difficult to act normal.  When we 

arrived at the Welcome Center I leaned over the 
desk and whispered to the volunteer “Is the 
Ghost here?” He smiled and said, “Yes it is, and 
it has one bloom on it.  You can find it at Station 
7, about halfway down the boardwalk.”  Halfway 
down.  That’s nearly a mile away.  How fast can 
I run?   

 
Usually I’m the one who is stopping to 

examine, admire, take pictures and enjoy when 
we are in a nature area while the kids run on 
ahead urging us to move along and get this over 
with.  In a freak reversal of nature my children 
were unusually engaged, finding tree frogs, 
ribbon snakes, raccoons, woodpeckers and a 
lizard swallowing a damselfly in the creature-
rich swamp.  Can’t they move any faster?  Don’t 
they understand that this is Christmas Morning 
for me and my gift is waiting at Station 7?  I 
tried to enjoy the beauty of the swamp and took a 
few pictures but it was difficult to focus.   
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After what seemed like an eternity we arrived 
at Station 7.  A very large telescope was set up 
on the boardwalk.  There it was through the lens, 
floating in the forest as its moniker implies.  It 
was a beautiful sight.  I was surprised by the size 
of the flower – it was at least 6 inches long.  The 
plant itself was massive, consisting only of a 
spidery, leafless root ball at least two feet long 
and nearly as wide, wrapped around the middle 
prong in the fork of a very tall tree.

The Ghost Orchid

Dubbed the “Super Ghost” for its size, it was 
discovered on July 7, 2007 by a woman 
searching the trees for owls with a pair of 
binoculars.  Fortunately, she also knew a thing or 
two about orchids and recognized the Ghost for 
the treasure that it is.  The volunteers at the 
Preserve estimate that the plant is at least 30 
years old given its size.  Its discovery was 
assisted by Hurricane Wilma which removed 

some tree branches that had previously obscured 
it from the boardwalk.  The Super Ghost is not 
only super large it is also super floriferous.  
Typically a ghost orchid will have one or maybe 
two blooms.  This plant had eleven blooms at its 
peak and has flowered profusely each year since 
its discovery.  However, this year it hosted only 
one flower and no other buds are currently 
visible. 

 
Seeing it with the naked eye was nearly 

impossible, and pictures were equally 
challenging.  The host tree grows about 65 feet 
from the boardwalk and the plant is perched 45 
feet up in the tree.  (In fact, its location is the 
only reason the plant is publicly known.  It 
would be nearly impossible to poach.)  If you are 
better at math than I am, you can figure out 
exactly how far that means I have to zoom in 
with my camera, without a tripod, and with a 
now-antsy 6-year old stomping around on the 
wooden boardwalk, demanding that we get on 
with our trek.  Needless to say, my photo quality 
was not spectacular.  If you squint really hard my 
picture sort of looks like a flower.  Fortunately, a 
photographer from the Naples Daily News 
showed up at about the same time I did, sporting 
a camera lens that looked more like it belonged 
on the sidelines of a pro-football game than in 
the middle of a Florida swamp.  Manuel took 
much better pictures than I did, and I am grateful 
to him and the Naples Daily News for allowing 
me to re-publish them here.   

 
When I first read Susan Orleans’ book and her 

tales of slogging through the Fakahatchee 
Swamp in waist-deep muddy water, trying to 
avoid tripping on alligators and obscured tree 
roots, I swore I would never do that.  As any of 
you who know me can attest, I am clearly 
obsessed with orchids, but I’m not going there.  
Or I wasn’t, until I saw the Ghost.  Its ethereal 
beauty would be worth the trek.   

 
Fortunately for me, by the time you read this, 

there will be a Ghost blooming in my back yard 
(almost literally).  As one of the few orchid 
nurseries in the country that successfully 
propagates them, Oak Hill Gardens 
(http://www.oakhillgardens.com), has baby 
plants for sale, and their stock plants are in spike.  
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Although it doesn’t come with the thrill of the 
swamp trek, I am excited to see their plants 
bloom also.  I have already killed my own, as I 
know many of you have, but now I may have to 
try it again.  Hermann and Liese will make more.
