View From the Speaker’s Chair

Loren Pollock, Speaker Chair

| hope everyone enjoyed Mario Ferrusi's tour
of his awarded plants. And hopefully, he had
something out on his sales table that begged to
be taken home. And many thanks to Lois for her
exceptional presentation on the wild and the
wonderful. |1 found it to be an excellent
compliment to Mario's presentation.

July's speaker is Dr. Steven Beckendorf. Here
is a little background information on Dr.
Beckendorf:
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Marios Ferrusi discusses his

awarded plants




"I am an Emeritus Professor of Genetics and
Development at the University of California,
Berkeley. My work there has studied the
formation of pattern in early embryos and the
signas that lead to the formation of specific
tissues and organs like the eye, the heart, and
the salivary glands.

About 27 years ago | started growing orchids
and quickly became fascinated by
Odontoglossums and their close relatives
because of their beauty and variety. They had a
glamorous past as the most sought after plants
in the orchid frenzy that gripped Europe in the
19th century. In addition, excellent plants were
available from growers and hybridizers on the
West Coast.

| soon realized that few of the species in this
group were readily available and began
collecting them for propagation and use in
hybridizing. My attempt to find unusual or lost
species has led to several trips to the cloud
forest of Mexico & South America.

Currently | grow about 50 Odontoglossum
species and another 30-40 relatives, with lots of
odont hybrids and a smattering of other cool
growing genera.

I'm also very interested in orchid conservation
and am a member of the AOS Conservation
Committee and a co-founder of the Orchid
Conservation Alliance (OCA). At OCA, we are
interested in identifying and helping to preserve
habitat that contains a diverse group of plant
and animal species, with particular emphasis on
orchids. We think of orchids as charismatic
species that can help to protect an entire
ecosystem."

(For those people interested in conservation,
Dr. Beckendorf will be bringing information
with him that describes OCA's work).

The topic of Dr. Beckendorf's talk this meeting
will be "Warmer-Growing Odontoglossums". Dr.
Beckendorf states, "Most of the Odontoglossum
hybrids are derived predominantly from
Odontoglossum crispum and other, very cool

growing Odontoglossum species. These are

difficult for many people to grow because they

must be kept cool throughout the year. However,
there are several species such as Odm. cirrhosum
and Odm. harryanum that grow in warmer
conditions. This talk concentrates on these
warmer-growing species and their use in making
new types of Ondontoglossum hybrids."

Dr. Beckendorf will not be bringing plants for
sale, but he will be donating at least 10 orchids
for our raffle!

Our workshop this meeting will be conducted
by Allison Tribble!!! We are titling Allison's
workshop "Orchid Fun, Fun, Fun!" As she
describes it, "It's a fun, instructive presentation
for novice growers and people who are just plain
interested in orchids." The talk covers: 1. Orchid
history in human culture. 2. Most common
growth mediums, and what is an orchid, and Fun
Fun Fun. and 3. Sex in the Garden
contrivances of orchid pollination (to plagiarize
from Darwin).

Looks to me like we have an excellent
program lined up this month, so please don't
miss it!

As usual, our mentors meeting (a chance to
learn from some of our more experienced
growers) will begin at 11:45am. Please have
your flowering plants on the tables by 12:00
noon for judging (don't be shy, bring them in!!!).
Our workshop will begin at 12:30pm, followed
by a short business meeting. Then, at around

podium.
