Orchid Hunting In Canada

Edmonton, Canada was the site of the
2010 Native Orchid Conference that took place
from June 12-16. There were two days of native
orchid related talks and two days of field trips.
The talks are very informative, but the field trips
are my favorite part of the conference. You will
never meet a group of people more willing to go
almost anywhere just to see orchids.

Anne Kotowski and | attended and
returned with hundreds of orchid photos. We
probably took just as many photos of the scenery
and wild animals. It was still mid-spring in
Edmonton; the lilacs were in full bloom.

The first field trip was to Wagner Natural
Area just west of Edmonton. There were
hundreds oCypripedium parviflorunand all its
varieties. There were some huge flowering
clumps with 50 plus flowers. We saw thousands
of Amerorchis rotundifolia This orchid is less
than six inches tall with a spike of several white
blooms with rose colored markings. It's very
delicate looking but can survive Canada’s severe
winters. In fact it is not found in too many
locations in the U.S., mostly along the borders of
Canada and the U.S.

There were mangalypso bulbosar the
fairy slipper orchid. These have a single leaf
that appears in the winter and disappears after
flowering.

Did | mention the mosquito’s by the
millions? Though, these were the first mosquito
bites | have gotten that did not itch. There were
a few plants found d¥lalaxis brachypodanot
in bloom yet. This orchid has almost the

smallest native orchid bloom; one flower is 1.5-3
mm. We explored four different areas in approx.
two-square miles, from forest to fen habitats.

The second field trip was in Jasper
National Park. Since we were so far north there
was about 19 hours of day light. It was very
hard to get any quality sleep. We set out that day
with intentions of a long day of orchid hunting.
Our first stop in Jasper was just east of the town
of Jasper. | was able to see for the first time
Cypripedium passerinummr sparrow egg orchid.
Its single bloom was very small and the pouch is
pure white.

Next we drove one and a half hours into
British Columbia to find the natural hybrid
Cypripedium x columbianuntCypripedium
parviflorum x montanurthe parents, are not
found here anymore. Some had dark petals and
sepals, others were pale. But all the plants | saw
had pure white pouches. Later | heard from a
friend that one plant had been found with pale
yellow pouch.

We returned to Jasper and did a hike to a
lake, where we found more Calypsos.
Corallorhiza maculataandC. trifida were
flowering. These are saprophytic orchids; they
have no leaves and produce no chlorophyll.
They have a relationship with a fungus
underground that scientists are stilling trying to
understand. We were a few weeks early for
Platanthera orbiculatawhich has 2 saucer sized
leaves and a tall spike of green flowers. We also
sawPlatanthera aquiloniandPlatanthera
obtusata more green colored flowers that only
orchid lovers can appreciate.

If you're not afraid of lots of bugs or
getting your feet wet, you might consider going
to next year’s conference. It will be in Delaware
at the end of July. The group also publishes a
journal with four issues a year. Go to the
group’s web site for more information:

|OS FALL SHOW REPORT

By Jeanne Becker, Home Show Chair

Each year, the IOS hosts a mini-show in
the fall, open only to participation from IOS
members. This year’s shdvall into Orchids
will be in Burnstein Hall at the Chicago Botanic
Garden on Saturday, Octobét &nd Sunday,
October 18.

If you've never exhibited at an orchid
show before, this is a great opportunity to give it
a try! There is no exhibit fee and there are lots
of people around on Friday afternoon and
evening, to help you register your plants and,
give you a hand in setting up your exhibit if you
need i.

The fall show is limited to half —. and full
table exhibits, so you don’t need a lot of
flowering plants to participate. A full table is 6’
by 30” and a half table is 3’ by 30" (about 2%
square feet). Each size is judged in its own
category. If you don't have 5 to 7 flowering
plants to fill a half table, you and your friends
can go in together, each contributing one or
several flowers. There’s an “amateur” category
for exhibit judging, so you will be judged against
other “newbies” like yourself, and will not be in
competition with more experienced growers or
professional orchid growers. There are five
categories of exhibits: orchid plants in flower
(half and full table); educational exhibit; artistic
exhibit; and cut flowers.

To get your creative juices flowing, here
are a few suggestions of what you might
consider in designing your exhibit:

Display of blooming orchids: It only
takes five orchids artfully displayed to fill a half
table. Arrange several cardboard boxes of
varying heights on the table, cover with a black
cloth, and place your orchids artfully on the
boxes. Add one or two small statues or

interesting rocks to add a little interest and
you’re done!

Display of photographs: We've all
taken photos of our orchids. Select 3 to 5 of
your best photos, enlarge them to an 8” by 10” or
11" by 14” size, frame or mat (using supplies
from an office supply or art store) and place
artfully at different heights on a table. The
photos can be black/white, or color.

Display of artwork, jewelry or
needlework: Perhaps you've made some
jewelry based upon an orchid theme or have
painted or sketched an orchid. One judging
category is open to paintings, etchings and
charcoals created by the exhibitor. Another
broad category is open to: ceramics, china,
sculpture, jewelry, metal art, needlepoint,
tapestry, and other artwork made by the
exhibitor.

An award winning art display

Collectibles: If you're not artistically
inclined but are a great collector, perhaps you
have a collection of orchid related artwork, crafts
or related articles that you would like to display.

Now that I've convinced you to
participate in the fall 2010 show, here’s how to
sign up. Go tavww.show.iosoc.comand print
the exhibit entry form. Or pick up an exhibit
entry form at the August 10S picnic (August
21%) or the September meeting (SeptL2Fill
out the form (takes less than five minutes) and
return to me at the address on the form. It’s that
easy! As always, if you have questions you can
