Ask the Orchidist

By “Voices of Experience”

Q. | am a beginner growing orchids. |
have "murdered" two so far, | think from
overwatering, but am more successful as of
late. My question concerns how to best
keep my orchids alive while we are gone on
a two week vacation. Would it be best to
continue turning the LED grow lights on and
off using a timer or to move my plants to a
table in front of a window for natural light?
No one will be watering them, but
sometimes it is 10 days or a little more
before they need watering. | have mostly
Phals., as they are the easiest for beginners
to try. But | also have a Paph. and a
Cattleya called Blc. ‘Fortune's Ht.'
-Judy B.

Hi Judy, great question, as who hasn’t
wanted to wanted to run away from home
sooner or later? I've asked two of our most
experienced growers in the society for their
opinion: Joel Edwards and Lois Cinert.
Here are their replys:

Answers:

Joel: Consideration of what potting mix is
being used, such as sphagnum moss versus
bark mixes as well as pot size is important.
But generally | just tell people to water their
plants thoroughly and cut back on the light
their plants get by moving the plants further
from the windows or partially closing their
drapes to reduce the amount of light their

plants are getting. This will reduce stress on
the plants if they dry out. For two weeks or
so the plants will not suffer much. This is
usually better than having a novice care for
the plants while they are on vacation.

Lois: If they are now growing under lights,
leave them in place, with a timer. If you
move them to a windowsill, you will have no
control over too much sun or not enough
light if we have another batch of stormy
days. The Catt should be fine for the two
weeks if you water it thoroughly before you
leave. For the Phals and Paphs, water
them, let the pots drain until they are not
dripping, and wrap them loosely in plastic
grocery bags. Tie the top of the bag, at the
top of the pot. They will have air, and you
will be limiting evaporation. Don’t seal them
shut! Make sure the leaves are outside, not
in the bag. Mine have gone that long
without watering, and with only ‘special’
orchids bagged, and | really didn’t see much
difference between their growth after.
Orchids are really quite tough, and can live
through a short change in routine.

Ed. Note: If possible, please provide pictures/details
of your plants/conditions and a list of what plants are
effected, your growing conditions (ghse, windowsill;
bark mix/IOS mix, etc) or any other info that might be
helpful, so our experts can provide you with the best
possible suggestions. Thanks!

| have long wanted to write a bio on Mr. Luis
Torres. During his tenure as 10S President, he
was always too busy, but it's not all that different
now! He has had a busy summer, spent traveling
the world and enjoying the company of his
adorable daughters during their summer vacation.
Nevertheless, when he was finally badgered
enough by yours truly for a “blOS” interview, he
made the effort and wrote it himself! Never one
to tamper with perfection, I've published his
“AutoblOS”.

Luis will be remembered as a man who held
high standards and hopes for the lllinois Orchid
Society. Manning the deck of this old
organization during these difficult economic times
was not easy, but the 10S continued to grow with
new purpose. Under Luis’ watch, some of the
most significant contributions are our new focus
on orchid conservation, charitable donations to
reputable causes, and interest in outreach,
marketing, and collegiality. And, now, in his own
words....

Born to Spanish immigrants in London,
England, Luis turned to gardening as a hobby at
an early age as an alternative to the gangs that
most of his friends ended up in. Over time Luis
developed into an accomplished grower even
competing at regional shows with exhibition
vegetables, still common place today across the
UK in the month of September. In 1993, several
years after graduating with a degree in Electrical
& Electronic Engineering, Luis pursued another
dream and moved to California, Silicon Valley
specifically, to expand his career in fiber optic
technology and the pursuit of the American
dream. In 1996, Luis moved to the Chicago area,
which has since become his home. One fateful
day in April of 2005, while visiting the Chicago
Botanic Garden, Luis happened across a flower
show, specifically the Illinois Orchid Society
Spring Show & Sale.

That was it, in an instant Luis recognized
orchids as the solution to the itch he'd not so far
been able to scratch. Sure enough, in short order

Luis had amassed a collection of 3 orchids, a
Cattleyafrom Hausermann, Bendrobiumfrom
Home Depot, but most memorably a
Paphiopedilum delenatirom Fox Valley Orchids
that he absolutely loved. It was his pride and joy.
Luis boomed it twice before killing it; “Death by
Crown Rot”. Nice. Not one to be easily put off,
Luis made it a point to learn what he could about
his burgeoning hobby. At about the 50 plant mark

Luis was now attending I0S meetings on a
regular basis and increasingly leaning toward
Paphiopedilumss his orchid of choice. Today
his collection holds steady at about the 250 plant
mark. The last couple of years have been kind
with an HCC award for a white complex paph. he
named "Nicky" then an AM for a nice species
Paph moquettianunthat he named "Becky".
