| recently had the opportunity to interview
Victor Lentini, current Vice-President of the
1.O.S. Victor joined the 1.0.S. in 2005. He
has been growing orchids for over a decade
as a hobby and is by now an avid
Orchidist.

Victor first became interested in orchids
shortly after his mother's death, when he
noticed the beautiful white Phalaenopsis in
her home, and he was told it was one of her
favorites out of all her plants. Victor started
small; but as he acquired more knowledge
and experience, his garden and his orchids
grew. He currently grows 150 orchids in his
basement growing area.

When his collection had reached a size
of more than a few plants, Victor decided he
needed more of a "hands-on", empirical
approach that only could be gained from
others' experience.

It was then that Victor became involved
in the 1.O.S., in order to gain cultural
information from the veteran members.
Many of whom, have extensive knowledge
and contacts with nationally known
individuals and professional members.
Victor, from his first months in our society,
was impressed with the members’ openness
and willingness to share their knowledge
with beginning orchid enthusiasts.

Some of Victor's favorite orchids include,
Bulbophyllum makoyanum, which has a
yellow to blush pink fan-like flower, and
Bulbophyllum cocoinum with its long
inflorescence of small whitish-green flowers,
which he has currently in bud. Many of our
fellow members will recall during Victor's
video workshop (Sept. 2010).

We were briefly introduced to another of
Victor's interests, that being members of
another large family of plants, Poaceae, the
Grasses. Specifically, | refer to his Bamboo

If you are mildly interested in
knowing about a member of another plant
family, not Orchid, you could ask Victor at
our next meeting on how to plant and care
for a stand of bamboo.

Victor Lentini is just as approachable and
friendly as many of our membership.

Ask the Orchidist

By “Voices of Experience”

Q. Orchid and non-orchids all over my first
floor had some degree of webbing if you looked
closely. | treated every plant in the house about
3-4 weeks ago. Last week there was webbing
again on one of my orchid trays. The most
affected was a Phal cross which has just started
flowering. | re-treated that tray on Monday
(probably should have re-treated everything).
I've been treating with a mix of dishwashing
liquid and mineral oil mixed with water, sprayed
on the plants, pots and surrounding area, then
rinse the plants in the bathtub and wash
everything else down. The tray is sitting on a
table in my living room. | grow on window sills
and orchid trays, no supplemental lights or
added humidity.

| should add, | don’t actually see the bugs

and am not seeing any plant damage yet, just
webbing. | had a similar incident on this
particular tray about 2 years ago which seemed
to just pop up over night but that time two plants
were severely damaged a Ludisia and the
growing apex of a Phal was destroyed. | still
have both of those plants on the tray. The
Ludisia has really just recovered and is finally
looking good again and the Phal has produced
three keikis since then.

Answers:

Joel: Sounds like you have some spiders
paying you a visit. Not spider mites. Spider
mites webs are not very large, if you can see the
webs very easily, they are probably regular
spiders. Spider mites are very tiny and you
would probably need a magnifying glass to see
them. The sprays you are using are contact
sprays and need to make contact with the pests
to kill them. | can't be sure, but the spray may
have caused the problem with the Phalaenopsis
unless the problem occurred before the use of
the spray. You would need to use some more
lethal spray to kill regular spiders.

Lois: There are some non-toxic, safe to use
products that might be more effective than the
home brew. Safer makes an insecticidal soap,
and Bayer makes a product called Rose and
Floral (not Complete) that works well, too. Do
you bleach your trays and any stones or filling
you have in them? Critters can live down below,
too. After you wash your trays, use a 30%
bleach solution on them and your fillers, rinse or
spray. Let that remain on the trays for about an
hour, then rinse them off well. It's a never-
ending battle, and you will always have to watch
for mites, scale, whiteflies, mealy bugs....
