Here's the second report ofthe 94-95 competition year, the first with any meat on it. Already we see that Sue is
first out of the blocks and has hit the ground running. It may be a very short season in the greenhouse division
unless some of the heavy hitters in that league get busy and make a contest out of it. I warned you a year ago that
Sue was going to wire the field; I'm warning you again this year. Here's a non-secret: except for August in Utah,
Sue doesn't miss a meeting and Sue doesn't miss an AOS judging and Sue always brings plants. For that matter,
I remember Sue sending plants with someone else to the August meeting one year and winning Plant-of-the­
Month in absentia with a Paph. Transvaal. Got the picture?

There were three AOS awards granted at the July judging at the CBG, all to paph hybrids:

Joel Edwards
Arnie Klehm
Duane McDowell

Paph. Prim-n-Proper 'Chestnut', HCC/AOS
Paph. Fair Katie 'The Pook', HCC/AOS
Paph. Rufi 'Fourth Dimension', HCC/AOS

Joel's plant is actually gardneri x primulinum. Figuring Selby's Cribb-o-phile elves will reduce gardneri by
synomymy to wilhelminiae and wilhelminiae to praestans or glanduliferum, we'll just jump the gun and expect
them to consider the cross to be Prim-n-Proper.

We brought 83 plants to the July meeting, 49 greenhouse grown and 34 from the lightstand crowd.
Though the plant count is down from what we were getting during the frantic stretch drive of last year's contest,
the quality and variety was as wonderful as ever. Honestly, you could tour the premier orchid shows of the world
for a year and be lucky to see the variety of rare species that routinely turn up at our meetings. Take Cathy
Bloome's Platanthera ciliaris, the Plant-of-the-Month in the lightstand division. This eastern U.S. terrestrial is
not even considered to be in cultivation. Yet there it is, wintering over in Cathy's refrigerator along with her
cypripediums. (Someone take this girl out to dinner between November and April ... she hasn't any room at
home for food.) In the greenhouse division, Carol Cloud's very floriferous Caleandra batemanii was chosen
Plant-of-the-Month. Additionally, Bob Wolfs Bulbophyllum lobbii was cited for exceptional cutlure.

There's a lot to do and see and say and hear at our meetings, and you have to hurry up and socialize with
friends we only see once a month, but you simply must take a moment out to spend with the plants on the display
tables. If you're a beginner at this orchid-growing thing, then just try to pick out a favorite plant as you survey
the table. If you team up with another member or two, you'll have something to talk about right away. It doesn't
take any special expertise or sophistication to enjoy an orchid.

Stair Master Is No Preparation for Th~sPeak

Kota Kinabalu, lvlalaysia
The guidebooks insist that anyone

'reasonably fit" can scale Mount Kina­
balu. one of the highest peaks in Southeast
Asia. Gazing up at its 13.500-foot-high
peaks. framed in my hotel window here. I
had my doubts.

It was the start of a weeklong climbing.
Jungle-trekking, fauna-and-f1ora-watching
whirlwind tnp around the Malaysian
province of Sabah. The mountain cUmb
was the first outing on an itinerary orga­
nized by Borneo Expeditions. The tour
group. recommended by the Sabah Tourist
Board. operates out of Kota Kinabalu and
arranges tailor-made trips.

Served by several airlines. Kota Kina­
balu is easy to reach from major cities in
Southeast Asia. There are daily flights
1rom both Singapore and Hong Kong, and
flights five times weekly from Kuala
Lumpur and Manila.

Azraein, the Borneo Expeditions guide
:lssigned to climb the mountain with me.
arrived at 8 a.m. for the two-hour drive to
Kinabalu Park. home of Mount Kinabalu
and a treasure trove of waterfalls. plants,
flowers. animals and insects. Our journey
toward the mountain led past expanses of
lush, verdant oil-palm plantations.
Wooden houses teetered on stilts. Chil­
dren in pristine white uniforms walked
hand in hand as we passed roadside
stalls selling wild honey, pineapples. co­
conuts and pisang tembaga, small cop­
per-hued bananas.

Our first adventure upon arrival: a
guided walk through the park's woods and
gardens. Kinabalu Park is home to 1.000
species of orchids. as well as pitcher plants
that gobble insects. huge Rafflesia flowers
and many other plants that can't be found
elsewhere.

The following morning. joined by
Azraein and Michal, a registered park
guide, I set out for the starting point, the
Timpohon Gate. Near the opening was a
sign commemorating the record time for a
trip to the peak and back: two hours, H

minutes and 36seconds. set by Kusang Gu­
rung of Nepal; I hoped to make it up and
down in a total climbing time of 12hours,
spending part of one night on the moun­
tainside.

As we entered the forest. the trail
started to bank steeply, until it became
steps hewn out of the forest floor, criss­
crossed by tree roots and branches. Rest
stops at approximately half-hour inter­
vals offered climbers a chance to catch
their breath and drink icy mountain wa­
ter from taps.

Within an hour I was struggling for
breath and grasping at branches and
gnarled tree trunks for support. We
passed porters lugging huge panniers of
food and other necessities up to the Laban
Rata rest house. where we would spend
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the night. Most of the porters make the
climb every second day. According to the
guidebooks, however. there was a time
when locals wouldn't approach the moun­
tain, considered the home of their ances­
tors' spirits.

At 11,000 feet above sea level, Laban
Rata rose out of the clouds. perched on the
side of this craggy mountain. Sparsely fur­
nished, the rest house was nonetheless
warm and welcoming. Over dinner.
climbers swapped stories and tried to for­
get the struggle to breathe at such an alti­
tude. As the sun disappeared behind the
clouds below us, an electrical storm lit up
the horizon, drawing us out to the balcony
despite the cold. By 9 p.m., almost every­
one was wrapped up in a bunk, getting
ready for the climb to the summit.

At 3 a.m., it was time to go. A huge full
moon cast an eerie glow. There was little
need for flashlights. although parts of the
climb had to be negotiated almost on
hands and knees. and with the help of

ropes hammered into place on the granite
slopes.

We were making good time until I was
suddenly jolted by a wave of altitude sick­
ness: nausea, dizziness and ringing in my
ears. I found myself sitting on the edge of
this mountam in the dark, unable to move
backward or forward and disoriented by
the strange surroundings and lack of
sleep. Michal waited patiently for the nau­
sea to pass. After seriously considering a
retreat. I decided to give the summit an­
other shot: I wasn't beaten yet.

Low's Peak, the mountain's highest
crag, loomed menacingly in the moonlight,
its jagged ridge puncturing the night sky
before falling away into the breathtaking
drop called Low's Gully. I stopped to throw
a coin into a pool just below the summit,
where local climbers once made offerings
to the mountain gods.

Five minutes later I was scrambling
up the last few feet to the top, rejoicing
at the first peek of dawn. As the sun
started to inch above the horizon. I forgot
the fatigue and the numbing cold. The
early rays warmed the mountaintop and
lit up the sky. The morning lights in Kota
Kinabalu danced in the distance. and the
lands off the coast rose out of the morn­
ing mist.

The sun stained the sky from pale pink
to burnished rose, but soon the display was
over and the light of day came creeping
across the bare ground. With the valleys
and hills spread out around me, the clouds
below, I felt like I was at the top of the
world.

Half an hour later we started to de­
scend. skipping and running down the
mountainside, high on the clean air and
the stunning views. But four days later, I
still found it difficult to walk downstairs
without wincing in pain, hobbled by my
battered calf and thigh muscles. My daily
training routine- including an hour on the
StairMaster at my health club in Hong
Kong-obviously wasn't sufficient prepa­
ration for Mount Kinabalu.

It was amazing to me to read Suein L. Hwang's anicle about scent seekers. The poor man who hiked five hours up a
Malaysian mountain "in blistering heat" could have tlown in comfon to Miami and driven a shon distance to one of several

commercial orchid growers (Motes' Orchid Jungle and R. F. Orchids come to mind) to see the elusive Aerides in bloom.

And there are many other exquisitely fragrant orchids known to the thousands of us across the country who grow
them.

The common Cattleya (commonly called the "Corsage Orchid") comes in many fragrances. Several commercial

orchid growers in Illinois (EFG and Hausermann are the largest) have acres of them in bloom each spring. One variety I

grow. Cattleya dowiana, perfumes my whole greenhouse for a week.

In fact, judging orchids for their frangrance alone has become a new area of judging for the American Orchid

Society and has taken place at the Greater New York Orchid Society show each spring at the World Trade Center.

on these expeditions." This summer. the
company is dispatching a team to Costa
Rica to hunt for rare insects that locals
claim smeil just like ambergris.

Once a new scent is found. both Glvau­
dan-Roure and IFF scientists capture the
smell With a technology known as "head­
space." using a machine that looks like a
funnel attached to a box. When placed
around a plant or other fragrance source,
the scent is sucked up through the funnel
'Nhile a computer ITI the machine breaks
down the smell on a molecular level and
stores it In the computer. With the recipe.
scientists can then replicate the smell
synthetically back in their laboratories.
Headspace IS particularly helpful in cap­
tunng the scent of an exotic environ­
ment-like a ralTIforest-or an endangered
plant that can't be removed from its ori­
gins.

To find new sources for scents. "I read
like crazy." says Braja Mookherjee. vice
president of research and development at
IFF. "Right now I'm into a book on !lowers
01 the Himalayas." IFF estimates it con­
ducts three to four times more expeditions
than It did five years ago.

"We were extremely lucky to lind it."

Perfume inventors. runmng out of uns­
meiled smeils. are scrambling to iind fresh
aromatic mgredients known as "notes"
and are routlnely trekking to places like
the Panamaman Jungles and the Sierra
~evadas on their olfactory quests. The
scarcity comes at a time when fragrance
marKeters are launching more new prod­
ucts than ever before because of fickle
consumers and sluggish sales.

To attract consumers' attention these
days. a scent must be truly distinctive.
Thus Calvin Klein's Escape lor Men smells
like "birch twigs sweating in a sauna."
according to Givaudan-Roure; one note in
Donna Karan's fragrance for women.
which was created by International
Flavors & Fragrances Inc .. is meant to
bring to mind the scent of Italian lamb
suede. Almost all perfumes are created by
either Givaudan-Roure or IFF and are
marketed by the company whose name is
on the label.

Certainly, traditional floral scents re­
main the bedrock of the womens' fra­
grance business. with classic scents like
